Dear Doctor,
Re: Entitlement of Referrers under the Ionising Radiation (Medical Exposure) Regulations (IRMER)

As documented in Forth Valley’s IRMER Employer’s Procedures (EP), all medical staff and named authorised non-medical staff are entitled to refer for medical exposures within their scope of referral as identified in the attachment.  

All referrals must follow the current Royal College of Radiologists’ guidelines, “Making the Best Use of the Clinical Radiology Services”, which is available on the Service Information Directory.

This entitlement will continue only for the duration of their employment in Forth Valley and is dependant on adherence to the above procedures, in particular EP 4, “Referral Procedure and Referral Criteria”, which requires full, legible completion of referral forms without inappropriate use of abbreviations.  Consistent failure to adhere to EP4 may lead to this entitlement being revoked or further limited at the discretion of the IRMER Lead.  Some radiation incidents require to be reported formally to the Scottish Ministers and these are often linked to errors related to the referral and so all those entitled to refer for medical exposures are urged to be vigilant in accurate completion of the referral forms.

You are entitled to refer only for the examinations listed against your appointed grade.
