Section 14 of the Circular states:
Where a GP Specialty Registrar makes a preliminary visit to the area of the traineeship in order to obtain accommodation actual expenses incurred on travel and subsistence (for up to 5 days) may be reimbursed within the limits of the travel and subsistence allowances payable to general practitioners who attend educational courses approved by the Directors of Postgraduate GP Education in accordance with the arrangements shown at Appendix 2, with the following modifications:- 

(1) The night subsistence allowance shall not be paid for more than 4 nights. 

(2) The rate of subsistence for the GP Specialty Registrar's husband or wife and any children over 12 years of age shall be at two-thirds of the GP Specialty Registrar's rate and for any children aged 12 and under at half the GP Specialty Registrar's rate.
